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TODAY’S GAME: Fresh off its tournament-opening win
yesterday afternoon, Australia faces the Czech squad for a
second time in WBC play this afternoon...Australia downed the
Czechs, 8-3, in the 2023 tournament here in Tokyo.

» In that contest, which was Australia’s final game of pool
play in the ‘23 tourney, Australia blew the game open in
the late innings by breaking a 1-1 tie with two-runs in the
7th, three in the 8th and two more in the 9th.

» DH Alex Hall tripled, homered and went 2-for-5 with four
RBI in that win for the Aussies.

GAME 1 RECAP: Australia blanked Chinese Taipei, 3-0,
yesterday afternoon to get its WBC started on the right foot...a
trio of lefties combined on the shutout while the Aussies used
the long-ball for all of the run scoring.

» The shutout by LHP Alex Wells, LHP Jack O’Loughlin
and LHP Jon Kennedy was the second time an Australian
team shut out an opponent in the WBC (also an 11-O win
over China in 2017).

» LHP Alex Wells spun 3.0 hitless, scoreless innings and
struck out six (including five in a row to end his day)...the
five consecutive punches are tied for third-most in a WBC
game (see below) per Sarah Langs via Elias.

» The 2:15-minute game was the second-shortest 9-inning
game in WBC history...only the USA-Mexico game from
2006 (2 hours, 6 minutes) was quicker.

PERKED UP!: C Robbie Perkins homer yesterday was his
second home run for the Aussies in WBC play.

» His other WBC blast was a three-run homer against Korea
in Australia’s WBC-opening win in the 2023 tournament.

» Perkins is now one of five Australians to have two career
homers in WBC play (excluding qualifiers)...two of the other
four are on this roster (UTL Robbie Glendinning and C
Alex Hall)...rounding out the group are IF Luke Hughes
and OF Chris Snelling...no Australian player has three ca-
reer homers in WBC play.

» The Canberra-native is in his third WBC for Australia (also
2017 and 2023) and is 4-for-20 with two homers, five RBI,
four runs scored and two walks in seven career games.
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TODAY’S STARTER: LHP Josh Hendrickson gets the ball in
the second game of pool play for the Aussies.

» The 28-year-old is making his WBC debut after an
Australian Baseball League season that saw him return
to the league late and help Adelaide win its third Claxton
Shield in the last four seasons.

» In three starts for Adelaide during the regular season he
was 1-1with a 2.25 ERA (4er, 16.0ip), 21 strikeouts and three
walks...he started the winner-take-all Game 3 of the ABL
Championship Series and fired 5.2 innings of two-run ball
with seven strikeouts and four walks in Adelaide’s 6-2 win.

» He went 10-5 with a 3.61 ERA in 19 starts for Kansas City
of the American Association in 2025 and struck out 116
batters in 104.2 innings...he was previously in affiliated ball
with the Phillies from 2019-2023 and reached Triple-A.

THAT’S A BAZ BAZ MAN: IF Travis Bazzana, MLB.com’s
#20 prospect in their 2026 Top-100 list and Cleveland’s top
overall prospect, went 2-for-4 with a homer in his WBC debut
yesterday.

» A native of Hornsby, Bazzana slashed .245/.389/.424 (.813
OPS) with nine homers and 39 RBI in 84 games last year
between Double-A Akron, Triple-A Columbus and Rook-
ie-level ACL (he missed time due to an oblique injury.

» Bazzana is one of nine former first overall picks to play in
the WBC and one of three in this tournament (also Paul
Skenes and Bryce Harper of Team USA).

» Saupold, 36, is coming off a strong ABL season that saw
him log a 3.22 ERA with six saves in 14 games (one start)
for Perth..the Perth native has 82 games of MLB experi-
ence to his name (all in relief) with Detroit from 2016-2018.

AUSTRALIAN BASEBALL HISTORY

Baseball first arrived in Australia with American gold miners, who
played the game during the 1850s. The first official baseball game
was played in 1878 between Surry Baseball Club and the New South
Wales Cricket Association.

Since that time, multiple tours by MLB teams have helped to promote
the game throughout Australia. Australia’s first professional league
was established in 1989 with the original Australian Baseball League.

It ceased operations in 1999 but returned in 2010, where it still
operates today. It has produced over 70 future Major League play-
ers, including the likes of Ronald Acufia Jr, and dozens of NPB /
KBO stars. Along with this popularity, players like Dave Nilsson and
Graeme Lloyd found success at the Major League level.

In 2004, the Australian national team further boosted the sport’s pro-
file by winning a silver medal at the Olympic Games. More recently,
Australia achieved its best-ever World Baseball Classic result with a
quarterfinal appearance in 2023.

AUSTRALIAN BASEBALL FACTOIDS

The sport is currently experiencing strong growth at the grassroots
level. More than 34,000 people now participate in organized base-
ball across Australia, representing growth of approximately 11 percent
over the past two years. Australia also ranks among the leading
countries worldwide in Little League participation. Major League
Baseball opened its own academy in 2001 and currently helps fund
the Australian Baseball League.

In 2014, Sydney hosted Major League Baseball’s season-opening
series between the Los Angeles Dodgers and Arizona Diamondbacks.
In total, 38 Australian players have played in the Major Leagues.
There are over 100 Australians who play college baseball in the
United States.

2006 World Baseball Classic

Competing in the inaugural WBC, Australia
was blanked in its first two games by ltaly
(10-0) and Venezuela (2-0). In the club’s third
game, they scored their first runs in a 6-4 loss
to the Dominican Republic. Brett Roneberg
is credited with driving in the first run in
Australia’s WBC history, using a sacrifice fly
to drive in Trent Durrington in the 1st inning of
that contest. Current Australia Manager Dave
Nilsson played in that WBC as did current
Third Base Coach Andrew Graham.

2009 World Baseball Classic
Pool B (México City, MEX)
Record: 1-2

Australia won its first-ever World Baseball
Classic Game right out of the gate with a
17-7 drubbing of host-country México in their
first game of the 2009 tournament on March
8. They pounded out 22 hits with the game
ending due to the mercy rule. Current Third
Base Coach Andrew Graham was part of the
offensive attack, going 4-for-6 with three RBI
and two runs scored in the win.

Unfortunately they couldn’t escape pool play
for a second consecutive tournament after
losing the next two games to Cuba (5-4) and
México (16-1).

2013 World Baseball Classic
Pool B (Taichung, Taiwan)
Record: 0-3

Thanks to its win in the 2009 tournament
over México, Australia automatically qualified
for the “13 edition of the Classic. They once
again, however, failed to win a game during
pool play in Taiwan. They lost 4-1to Chinese
Taipei in Game 1, 6-0 to Korea in Game 2 and
4-1 to the Netherlands in their third and final
game.

2017 World Baseball Classic
Pool B (Tokyo, Japan)
Record: 1-2

The Aussies needed to re-qualify for the ‘17
Classic and did so by winning all three of
their games in the qualifying round that was
held in Sydney at Blacktown International
Sportspark. They defeated the Philippines in
the first round before defeating South Africa
twice to return to the main tournament.

Their second-ever WBC tournament win
came in Game 2 of the 2017 tourney with
a 11-0 blanking of China. That leveled their
record at 1-1 (they lost their first game to
Japan 4-1) and set up a chance to advance
to the second round with a win over Cuba.

After jumping out to a 1-0 lead in the b5th
inning following 4.0 scoreless innings from
RHP Warwick Saupold, Cuba scored four
in the bottom of the 5th and hung on for a
4-3 win.

2023 World Baseball Classic
Pool B (Tokyo, Japan)
Record: 3-2 (Lost in Quarterfinals to Cuba)

The Green & Gold put together its best WBC
showing to date by advancing out of pool
play for the first time after going 3-1 with wins
over South Korea (8-7), China (12-2) and the
Czech Republic (8-3). Australia’s only blemish
in pool play came at the hands of the Samurai
Japan in a 7-1 defeat.

With a trip to the United States on the line
in the quarterfinals, Australia faced a familiar
foe in Cuba. Like in 2017, the Aussies jumped
out to a 1-0 lead but saw Cuba tie the game
at one in the bottom of the 3rd inning. Cuba
added three more in the fifth but Australia got
right back in the game with a two-run homer
from IF Rixon Wingrove in the 6th inning.

Australia scored no further, however, and
another tightly-contested WBC match with
Cuba went to the Cubans.
