Heis the reigning ABL Rookie of the Year and Robbie Glendinning has started 2019/20 in dazzling form
including a stunning grand slam home run fo close last week’s series in Melbourne against the Aces.

The 24-year-old Perth local delivered a standout 2018/19 campaign with the Heat consisting of batting
at an average of .326 on top of hitting three home runs to go with 15 hits from 46 at bats along with
batfingin 14 runs.

It was quite the impressive performance from Glendinning even though he made just the 12 appearances
before heading back to the United States splitting his time between the AA's Altoona Curve and the A+
Bradenton Marauders.

With Altoona, he played 58 games for an average of 261 to go with 48 hits, five home runs and 31rung
batted in and at Bradenton, he was even more impressive going at .340 along with 55 hifs, eight homers
and 26 runs batted in.

Even though his time in America ended prematurely due to an ankle injury, that allowed him to gef himself
fit and firing for the 2019/20 season with the Heat, and fo say if's paying off would be one of the great
understatements.

Glendinning looks every bit the player now entering the prime of his career, going from
exciting rookie fo a player ready to really make his mark on Australian baseball much fo
the benefit of the Heat.

Already in the opening 12 games of which the Heat sit at 8-4 following 3-1series
wins against the Auckland Tuatara and Canberra Cavalry, and 2-2 split with

Geelong Korea is one of two expansion teams new fo the ABL last year. They finished
fourthin the Southwest Division with a 7-33 record in their inaugural season. This
season, their roster features both experienced veteran and young falent from South
Korea, which may help them achieve a better resulf,

35-year old pitcher Kyung-Eun Noh has played 328 KBO games over 14 seasons. He

is a household name in South Korea and the ace of Geelong. Infielder Ji-Hwan Bag is
another key player to watch. He played for the minor league feam of Pittsburgh Pirates
this year, recording 106 hits throughout the season.

Geelong Korea's manager Graeme Lloyd is a legend of Australian baseball. He has won
two World-Series with the New York Yankees and represented the silver-medal-winning
Team Australiain the 2004 Olympic Games. Lioyd has also been the pitching coach of
Perth Heat alongside head coach Brooke Knight and led the team to four ABL fitles.

Geelong opens the season with three straight wing against Sydney Blue Sox, but lost 7
of last 9 games including a series sweep at Brishane. Pitching has been the weakness
of Geelong as they have given up a league-highest 90 runs in the first three rounds.
